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Answers to Common Excuses Given by the Unsaved

[image: image1.wmf]John and his sister were hiking in the mountains when suddenly a heavy fog surrounded them and they could not see where they were going.  They groped around for an hour trying to find their way home.  Finally the sun shone through the fog just as Judy was about to take a step off a steep cliff and tumble down into the valley below. John quickly pulled her back, saving her from sudden death.  This is the way it is with the unsaved.  They are in the dark and do not know where they are going.  Jesus, the Light of the World, has given you light.  He expects you to let your light shine, warning others so they can be saved from plunging into hell.  They will have many excuses to give you as you seek to win them.  Here are some of the most common excuses people give for not being saved.  In this lesson you will also find things you can say to answer people when they give these excuses. 
A. “I don’t feel like becoming a Christian.”
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If you were drowning, you wouldn’t say, “I don’t feel like being saved.”  God says that you are a sinner and that you must accept His Son Jesus.  This means that if you are not saved, you will suffer forever after you die.  You will not feel much like standing before the Judge of all the earth and hearing Him say, “Depart from Me into everlasting punishment” (Matthew 25:41, 46).  God commands everyone to turn from his sin and accept Christ as Savior.  Disobedience means an after-life in hell.
B. “I am too young to be saved.”
If you are old enough to know that people need a Savior, you are old enough to be saved.  The story of salvation can be understood by a very young child (Ecclesiastes 12:1; Mark 10:14, 15).  
[image: image4.wmf]The mother later was sorry that she felt the girl was too young to be saved.  The child proved that she had been saved by daily talking about Jesus and the Bible in ways that surprised her mother.  This mother is now a missionary among children.
C. “I can’t give up worldly pleasures.”

You will not want to give up worldly pleasures until you get something better.  When Christ comes into your heart, you will lose the desire for things that do not please God.  One Christian said she thought it was going to be a terrible struggle to give up sinful things, but she found that she was so interested in the things of Christ that she did not have to give up worldly things.  The desire for them left her, and so did some of her worldly friends.  If you had just eaten all you could eat of a delicious dinner of soup, turkey, vegetables, dessert, candy and nuts, and someone asked if you would like some cereal, would you eat it?  You would say you had no room left.  This is the way it works in the Christian life.  The Lord Jesus so fully satisfies our hearts we have no desire for the things that do not belong to Him.  We have no room for them.

D. “I cannot forgive others.”

Before trying to forgive anyone, accept the Lord Jesus as your Savior, and then He will give you a forgiving spirit.  After you are a Christian and pray for those who bother you, it will be so much easier to forgive them.  Christ forgave even His enemies; He will help you to forgive others.

E. [image: image5.wmf]“Not today, I’ll get saved after a while, perhaps tomorrow.”

Thousands of people have passed out of this world unsaved because they waited too long.  There are those who have attended meetings, were convicted of sin, but said they would “wait.”  Some of these have been killed on their way home from the meetings or have become sick and died suddenly, without turning to Jesus for salvation.  
Many will miss the way to Heaven because they were too late in starting to seek the Lord.  Two of the saddest words in world are “too late.”  The only time God gives us to be saved is n-o-w (II Corinthians 6:2).

F. “If I am sincere, honest and faithful, it does not matter what I believe.”
Once a women was tending to her prize flowers.  As she was working on them one day she reached up and grabbed what she thought was fertilizer and fed her flowers.  The next day to her horror all her prize flowers were dead, what she thought had been fertilizer had been vegetation killer.  No, being sincere will not do.  Gospel of John 3:36 tells us very plainly the only way to be saved and have everlasting life.  “He that believeth on the son hath everlasting life:  and he that believeth not the son shall not see life:  but the wrath of God abideth on him.”  If you have believed enough in Jesus to take Him as you Savior, you are saved.  You cannot be saved by sincerity, honesty, of faithfulness.

G. “I don’t want to be strange and wear a long face.”

This is one of Satan’s big lies.  Who can be happier than a Christian?  His sins are all forgiven; the Lord has promised to take care of him in every way, every moment of every day; he will live with Jesus forever; if he should die, he would go immediately to be with the Lord Jesus.  Is there anything about these facts to make a person gloomy?  No indeed!  It is enough to make one shout for joy (Psalm 16:11).  Believe in Jesus, receive Him as Savior, and you will have real joy in your heart (I Peter 1:8).

H. “My parents will not let me accept Christ.”
Which is better: Listening to your loved ones or listening to God concerning your salvation through Christ Jesus?  If you listen to your family and they do not want you to accept Christ, you will have to suffer forever in hell.  If you let God save you, you can go to Heaven and be happy forever.  It is better, if necessary, to be punished by your parents rather than to be punished by God (Matthew 10:37).  If you take Christ as your Savior, God might use you to win your parents to the Lord.  Many parents accept the Lord Jesus after their children have become Christians.  After you are saved you can pray for your parents.  You can show them how different you are since you have become a Christian.  You can also tell them how to be saved.
